The Dream 

Acknowledging that there are still many geographical areas throughout Southern Africa without the gospel, we do know that there is at least one vibrant 
church amongst each people group south of the equator. These churches were established thanks to various initiatives in the late 90‘s such as 
LSA - Love Southern Africa, as well as Project Focus which reached out to the 100 Least Reached People Groups of Southern Africa. 

Moving ten (10) degrees north from the equator we enter the 10/40 window, which is an area of the world that contains the largest population of 
non-Christians. Looking at the figure below, it becomes obvious that Southern Africa is ideally situated to become a major force in being a blessing to the north. 
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The time is now for Southern Africa to Go North, but it is not an individualistic effort. It is a collaboration between individuals, churches, organisations and businesses; unified around a common mission vision. 

We are to be the salt and light. Salt is not the replacement of, nor an alternative of that which already exists. However, salt has the ability to penetrate without being noticed, yet able to bring the best out of that which already exist. 

In order for Southern Africa to become a blessing to the north, we are to firstly connect with the main focus of not replacing, nor being the alternative, but to empower...
Join us, as we 'Go North'...
The Event 

The event is to be a three day celebration of what God is doing in and through our beloved continent. It is to be a time of worship, connecting with like-minded participants, receive training and unite around a common-mission-vision...

Date: 25 - 27 June 2012

During the three (3) day Mission Gathering, people from various regions around the world will come together to connect, worship and prepare before departing on an adventure that will change the lives of many. Although the focus has nothing to do with the amount of people, great emphasis are placed on cultural diversity. Various international churches already indicated interest in sending teams for participation (South Korea, Europe, India, UK, etc.)

Teams will camp within their respective outreach groups, each country having its own national Embassy. Teams will report at their embassy on arrival from where they will receive instructions as to where to camp, the three (3) day program and food vouchers. Each member will also receive a MIA2012 passport that needs to be stamped as they visit each embassy during the event; broadening their view on the greater impact and realities of Southern Africa. 

Training might include; Cross-cultural communications, Intercultural relations, Media and Social reporting, Team dynamics, ministry in sport / art / community development, etc.

A detail program as to what will happen during the three (3) days will be made available soon...

The Outreaches 

At the end of the three (3) day gathering, more than a 100 teams are expected to infiltrate almost every corner south of the equator on the African continent. With all of this in mind, we are excited to inform you that possible agreements are already made for participation of churches, organisations and individuals from South Korea, India, Europe and the UK. 
Five (5) possibilities exist for participation:

Join a team - Ensuring maximum impact, we created three geographical focus points to which teams will be send
Local - South Africa, Lesotho, Swaziland 

Central - Angola, Zambia, Malawi, Mozambique, Namibia, Botswana, Zimbabwe 

North - Gabon, Congo, DRC, Uganda, Rwanda, Burundi, Kenya, Tanzania

As for the duration of the outreach, there are three (3) options to choose from;

Option 1: 28 June - 1 July (for those who will do their outreach Local)

Option 2: 28 June - 6 July (for those who will do their outreach Local or Central)

Option 3: 28 June - 11 July (for those who will do their outreach Local,Central or North)
Each team will consist of 10 members, including a minimum of four international participants. Registration for participation will open soon, however we do encourage you to join the MIA2012 social network, and be the first to know when registration opens. 

Facilitate a team - Team facilitators are playing a crucial role in every outreach. However, additional responsibilities comes with the task, which include training prior to event (online training as well as regional presentations to be done in Pretoria, Cape Town, Port Elizabeth, Durban and Bloemfontein), assistance in the logistical arrangements of the outreach, relational development with the hosting body prior to arrival, the facilitation of communication between MIA leadership and the participants, etc.

Arrange an outreach - Taking facilitation to a next level by arranging the entire outreach. We supply the links to various possible EoC or you can connect to the EoC of your choice. Again, as with the team facilitators, additional responsibilities comes to the table when taking responsibility for arranging an outreach. We will supply training in the various regions across the country, and be available to assist where needed. The main difference between ‘Facilitate a Team’ and ‘Arrange an Outreach’ is the logistical responsibility in planning, facilitating and executing the entire experience. Much more responsibility is to be taken in ensuring the experience to be life-changing.

Host a team - This option is specifically for people within an EoC. With hundreds of participants (national and international) ready to go, an opportunity exists to host a team of ten (10) people; exposing them to the realities of who you are as an EoC. You will introduce them to the daily activities from within and provide platforms from which they can serve; strengthening that which you are already busy with. Your responsibility include the providing of accommodation, three meals per day, quality approved daily program, and tangible means for them to stay involved once returned home. A close link exists between ‘Host a Team‘ and ‘Arrange an Outreach‘ as it will be strongly recommended that you do not only attend the three day event (25 - 27 June 2012), but also facilitate the team through their experience...
