Pray today, for breakthroughs in provision for the more than 91 million children under the age of five suffering from debilitating hunger; and for the five million children that have been orphaned as a result of AIDS.

	South Africa: SA cities joining Global Day of worship 

	Worshipers in South Africa will be joining 30 other countries on six continents in a 24 hour wave of worship that will sweep across the world on November 11 during the first annual Global Day of Worship. GDW events in Cape Town, Johannesburg and Port Elizabeth will be featured in a live Internet stream which will connect worshipers around the world with one hour slots from 7pm to 8pm in each of the world’s 24 time zones. Altogether 148 cities will take part in the 11.11.11 day of worship which organizers say is not intended as a time to petition God for anything ” but rather as a time to gaze at His beauty and behold His glory as we join the globe in glorious praise to our King!! “ (Website: http://gatewaynews.co.za/2011/10/27/sa-cities-joining-global-day-of-worship-on-11-11-11/, 02/11/11). 	International: Remember the persecuted

	Over 400 million Christians live under 66 governments who restrict religious freedom and persecute believers. Every year an average of 200,000 Christians are killed for their Faith. North Korea is listed no 1 on the top 10 list of countries that persecute Christians. This nation is under the spell of the Juche ideology and the worship of the “Great Leader.” According to the government of this land, Christians do not even have the right to exist! Despite this persecution, Christianity is growing and astonishing testimonies are coming out of North Korea. Christians have been arrested for various reasons, some have been killed, others sentenced to political camps. Iran is listed no 2 on the top 10 list of countries that persecute Christians. In this country many church services are monitored by the secret police. Believers that are active in churches or cell groups have been arrested, questioned, beaten, and even put into jail.
