According to the most recent calculations of the World Health Organisation, which refer to the year 2007, in that year there were 254,525 new leprosy cases, with 212,802 people already having been treated for the disease. Al-Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula (a terrorist group affiliated with al-Qaeda) seized the Yemeni city of Rada on January 16, 2012. Al-Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula now controls seven population centers in Southern Yemen. (Yemen is number 8 on the Open Doors World Watch List 2012 of the world's worst persecutors of Christians.).
