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Revival in the Body of Christ 

Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in heaven. (Matt.5:16). The 
previous verses call the Believers the salt and the light in this dark world. Take some time to reflect on your own life and ask the 
Holy Spirit to show you areas in your life where you have lost your ‘saltiness’ or where your light has started to dim a bit. A good 
yardstick to measure your life with is Psalm 15:2-5. Father, I want my light to shine in such a way that You will be seen.  

Testimony: BBC bows to viewers and curbs swearing 

The BBC is to tone down the amount of sex and swearing screened following the 9pm watershed, because viewers were 
dismayed by the moral decline in programme standards. In a sign that the BBC's policy of pushing back the boundaries was out 
of step with public attitudes, its own survey found that viewers condemned the proliferation of foul language and offensive 
content. Programmes will be obliged to carry warnings of potentially offensive content at all times of the day. (Website:

International: India – child exploitation 

The causes of sexual exploitation of children are many and varied, from poverty and unemployment, drug and alcohol abuse, 
corruption, expansion of organised crime and trafficking of children right through to the low status of girls in many countries, 
illiteracy and lack of education, inadequate or non – enforced laws, and the increase of pornography and promotion of sex tours 
on the Internet. From 2nd – 4th July, Viva India is facilitating a conference in South India on child sexual exploitation. The main 
purpose of the conference is to influence church leaders and organisation heads to become engaged in the issues around child 
sexual exploitation and in combating such exploitation.
