She said that the 
day after you prayed for her foot the pain had gone. When she went to the fracture clinic, the fracture was fixed, they 
have removed the plaster. She still has crutches but she said it is nearly better. One of her class mates asked if her 
knees could be prayed for!" (* name changed).

Pray for your community: Crime is not ‘cool’ 

Pupils of Hoërskool Silverton came face to face with the chilling reality of prison life when they stood side by side with 
criminals - some their own age - who are serving sentences for offences ranging from chocolate theft in a spaza shop to 
murder. The message from inmates at the Pretoria Central prison was clear: any type of crime is not "cool", no matter 
how small, and it is wiser to wear the uniform of excellence (school uniform) than a uniform of shame. The school is one 
of many in Gauteng that have toured various Correctional Service facilities as part of a crime-prevention programme.

International: Pastor Shortage 

An estimated 7,000 new church leaders are needed daily for the growing Church worldwide, which means about 85% of 
churches led by people who have no formal training in theology or ministry. That's an estimated 3.2 million untrained or 
undertrained pastors in Africa, Asia, Europe, and Latin America. Many earn less than $40 monthly and have little or no 
resource material to help them in ministry or in their study of the Word of God for preaching and teaching. (Website:
