Pray for your community:  4/14 Window 

Luis Bush, international facilitator of Transform World Connections, coined the term "10/40" two decades ago 
to refer to regions of the eastern hemisphere located between 10 and 40 degrees north of the equator - home 
to the largest population of non-Christians in the world. While the 10/40 paradigm refers to a geographical 
area, the 4/14 Window concerns itself with children and youth between the ages of four and 14 who are 
growing up outside of the church. Statistics show high percentages of teens and young adults ages 15 to 24 
are departing from the Christian values they were raised with. The 4/14 Window is the most critical period in 
terms of human development. During these years, the perspectives of children are profoundly shaped – either 
positively or negatively. Let us remember to remain focused on both areas in our prayer times and trust God for 
strategic prayers for the 4/14 Window within the 10/40 Window. (Website:

Child malnutrition rates are rising, children are 
being removed from school and hired out as day laborers, and families are cutting back the size and number of 
meals – with many now eating just once a day.
