International: Lord’s Resistance Army 



Please pray against the brutal practices of the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) in Uganda, Sudan, 
Central African Republic and DR Congo. The leader of the LRA, Joseph Kony, claims to be a spirit 
medium receiving guidance from the Holy Spirit, but the religion that they follow is a blend of 
Christianity, animism, mysticism and witchcraft. The LRA claims to be trying to create a government 
based on the Ten Commandments. They say that the violence that they carry out is simply a way of 
‘purging’ society of impurity; if someone is killed, whether civilians, government troops or members of 
their own army, they claim this is a result of them having broken religious commands. It is estimated 
that attacks attributed to the LRA have killed at least 188 civilians and displaced 68,000 in Southern 
Sudan since January 2009, with a further 137 abductions. One of the most alarming features of the 
LRA is its practice of abducting children, either to recruit them into the army as child soldiers and 
forcing them to commit horrendous acts of violence, or to use them as sex slaves. (E-mail:
