International: Top list of countries where Christians are persecuted 

Open Doors published the annual World Watch List of the 50 countries where Christians face most 
persecution. North Korea tops the list for the 10th straight time, while Islamic-majority countries represent 
nine of the top 10, and 38 of the 50 countries on the ranking. Afghanistan (2), Saudi Arabia (3), Somalia (4), 
Iran (5) and the Maldives (6) form a bloc where indigenous Christians have almost no freedom to openly 
worship. For the first time Pakistan (10) entered the top 10, after a tumultuous year during which the nation’s 
highest-ranking Christian politician, Cabinet Minister Shahbaz Bhatti, was assassinated for his attempts to 
change the blasphemy law. The rest of the top 10 is composed of Uzbekistan (7), Yemen (8), Iraq (9) and 
Pakistan (10). A great way to help Persecuted Christians to persevere amidst adversity, is to support them in 
prayer. (E-mail: info@joelnews.org, 12/01/12). Continue to pray for these countries by name and ask the 
Lord to fulfil His purpose in each nation. Pray for those who have never heard the good news of the 
gospel – pray that the Lord will reveal Himself to them. Pray for the missionaries in these countries – 
that God will provide opportunities for them to share the gospel, lead people to Christ and disciple 
new believers.
