	Pray for your community: Local police

	Like soldiers who do duty away from home, they sacrifice their safety and risk their lives every day to protect other citizens. Dealing with crime on a daily basis is tough both physically and spiritually. There are typically around 300 reported police suicides each year in the USA, usually roughly double the number of police officers that are killed in the line of duty. Police officers are much more likely to experience interpersonal relationship problems. Other than the above mentioned factors, they are also faced with situations where they are not respected, they are exposed to bribery, threats and the fear of being killed or losing your partner in the line of duty. Ask God to emotionally heal the police officers who have been exposed to traumatic experiences. Pray that the police officers will be courageous and act in righteousness when the law needs to be enforced.

(Website: http://www.news24.com/SouthAfrica/Local-Elections-2011/Elections-facts-and-figures-20110516, 17/05/11).The role of government whether local, provisional or national is to dispense justice AND TO GOVERN WITHOUT PARTIALITY.  This is the standard of the Kingdom of God for the nation. Read Isa.59:14-20, and Ps.64 and use them as the basis of intercession. Pray and ask God that all those who want to lead this nation to destruction, for personal gain or with wicked intent, be removed from any position of authority or influence. (Isa.9:16). Pray that every hidden agenda, bribe, wicked scheme, lie or deception  will be revealed and measured against the truth. Pray that people will not be blinded by false claims, false promises or false impressions. (Prov.29:4). Pray that leaders of wisdom and understanding will be raised up to lead our nation in righteousness and justice. (Deut.1:15).

	International: Mexico

	Mexico is a hot spot for trafficking. 85% of victims are girls exploited for unpaid labour or prostitution where they earn 160-180 pesos (£8-10) per sexual encounter with 20-40 men a day. The girls are kidnapped, or sold by parents as forced wives or servants, or lured away from home by false promises of jobs, or seduced by pimps posing as boyfriends and future husbands. Child sex tourism is also growing in Mexico, especially in tourist areas. Trafficking is linked to Mexico’s infamous drug cartels which the government is fighting, though human trafficking makes far fewer headlines than the ‘war on drugs’. Human trafficking is one of the most profitable means of illegal income around the world. Mexico also has serious corruption problems involving police, judges and politicians. (E-mail: editor@prayer-alert.net, 12/05/11). Please continue to pray for these vulnerable women and girls who are exploited on a daily basis. Ask God to reveal His love to them and that He will grant them the grace to call upon His name in prayer. (Ps.18:3). Pray for the protection of children; that their parents will not sell them or give them away, but that they will trust God to provide them in all their needs.
