NATIONS - The Middle East and Northern Africa
The massive fires of protest movements spreading across the Arab World began with a single spark in a small rural town in the small North African country of Tunisia. In the few weeks following the successful overthrow of its repressive and corrupt government by the Tunisian people, fourteen more Arab countries across North Africa and the Middle East have seen protesters take to the streets. Their hope is that if it can happen in Tunisia, it can happen elsewhere. Until last month, virtually all Arab countries were governed by a repressive regime. Often, succession has been handed down from father to son, and some countries have had the same leader for over 40 years. The gospel has been severely restricted and, in many countries, Christians have been strongly persecuted. But the last few months have seen a wave of momentous change begin to sweep across the region. As the harsh regime in Tunisia fell, those longing for freedom and expression in neighboring countries have been emboldened to take their own protests to the streets demanding change. Regimes that inspired fear in their people, and looked rock solid, have fallen in only a matter of weeks. And in each case, it's been a popular uprising, usually led by young people. In recent years millions of God's people have poured countless hours of prayer in to the Arab World. God led us into many prayer initiatives, like the 30 Days of Prayer for the Muslim World. And now, in response to those prayers, God is moving. “It's like God has been storing our prayers in the bank, but now He is bringing them out to 'spend'.  It seems His goal is to transform the whole region”. But this doesn't mean the need to pray is over. In reality, it's just the beginning. Our stored up prayers are the engine of the change God is bringing. Now it is time to pray prayers that will bring direction to that movement. Will these changes continue to come violently? Will they bring real freedom, dignity and justice to the peoples of the Arab World? Will the gospel continue to be repressed or become freely available for all people? These are the questions that hang in the balance, and this is why we need to be in prayer.

Pray for: the Lord's plans to be fulfilled in North Africa and the Middle East during this time of unrest. Pray for Him to use the protests and turmoil in each nation to turn hearts away from Islam and draw them into relationship with Jesus Christ. (Col.1:13); an end to corruption in the governments. Pray for peaceful change in the countries that have been affected by the protests. Pray for the whole of the Middle East and North Africa. Pray for Tunisia, Algeria, Jordan, Syria, Morocco, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Palestine, Oman, Qatar, Kuwait, United Arab Emirates, Egypt, Bahrain, Libya and Yemen. Special prayer for Libya
As ripples of unrest continue to spread across the Middle East, Libya has become the latest country to be rocked by violence and protest. One of Open Doors’ contacts in the area says; “It is much worse than what you see on the news. There is no police in the streets and no safety and protection anymore.” News sources have been reporting that the president, Muammar Gaddafi, has threatened major violence against people who continue to protest, demanding the long-time dictator step down. Hundreds of people have already been killed in a bloody attempt to silence protestors. Reports also say that foreign (African) mercenaries are being brought in to disperse the demonstrators. Gaddafi was the very first Arabic leader to respond to the revolution in Tunisia in 1969. He became the undisputed ruler of Libya; in the past 41 years Libya has not had a free election to appoint new leadership. Open Doors’ contact shares; “Libya is a tribal society and that is affecting the situation to the worse. The tribe of Gaddafi will eventually turn against the other tribes and that will create civil war. Please pray that Gaddafi will come to his senses and that peace can be restored. Please pray for Libya and for the Christians.” Libya is ranked No. 25 on the Open Doors 2011 World Watch List of the worst persecutors of Christians. Indigenous Libyan Christians for the most part live secret lives because of an all pervasive culture of self-censorship due to a general spirit of fear and distrust and are often watched by security services. Anything that is “different” is cause for suspicion. The number of Libyan converts is very low, but with the appearance of Christian programs on satellite TV and Christian websites in Arabic, the interest in the Christian faith has rapidly risen. A larger ex-pat church exists in Libya with mainly African believers. But since the protests began, the situation for this church is uncertain; their personal safety is under threat both for being believers and for being foreign. Just like in neighboring Tunisia, the tiny group of Christians in Libya would most likely benefit from a regime change. But for now the future is unclear…please join in prayer. Father, we pray for the uneasy situation in the Middle East, and particularly now for Libya as it faces violent protests. We join in prayer with our brothers and sisters in Libya that Gaddafi will come to his senses and that the tribes will not turn against one another; bringing an end to the chaos. We ask that You supernaturally strengthen the small group of Your faithful so that they can rise up and bring Your peace to the nation of Libya. And Father, in the days ahead, we ask that Your hand would be over the future leadership of the country, and that Christians would be able to live out their faith freely, and the Libyan church would grow and thrive as Your gospel spreads. TESTIMONY - The Name of Christ declared in Egypt
Please be encouraged by the testimony of what God is doing in the nation of Egypt. After years and years of prayer by the Christians in Egypt for their country, at last we are starting to see an answer to our prayers! On the 6th of February, the 13th day of the protests, the Egyptian people decided to name that day the “Day of the Martyrs” to pray and remember those who lost their lives (around 300 people) since the beginning of the protests / revolution that started on the 25th of January. First, the Muslims prayed, with the Christians forming a human belt around them to protect them, then the Christians were given a chance to speak on the platform in front of hundreds of thousands of Muslims. One of our elders, some worship leaders, and the youth pastor from the church in Cairo went to Tahrir Square (the central square in Cairo where all the masses of people were gathered), and went on stage proclaiming the name of Jesus and worshiping the Lord in public. This is the first time Christ has ever been proclaimed in public in Egypt, and hundreds of thousands of Muslims were listening responsive to the message of peace that was delivered in the Name of Jesus. Pray for: Wisdom and justice from the government and authorities in handling the change of government; Spiritual revival to the Middle East through the prayers and witness of the Christians in these trouble times; and for many to know the real Saviour as He reveals Himself and draws them to Him from all ends of the earth (Pray 7 days Jericho Walls).
