PONDER THIS… THE FREEDOM CLIMB
“Speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves; ensure justice for those being crushed. Yes, speak up for the poor and helpless, and see that they get justice.” Proverbs 31: 8-9 NLT
What is THE FREEDOM CLIMB? Women from across the globe will begin their ascent of Mt. Kilimanjaro in Tanzania on January 11, 2012, the National Human Trafficking Awareness Day in the U.S.  Climbers will be raising awareness, prayers, and finances for women and children being oppressed, enslaved, exploited and trafficked.  The Freedom Climb goal for 2012 is to affect the lives of 10,000 women through projects that break the cycles of poverty, shame, slavery, and despair.  These projects include micro-loans, education, skills training, and protection from exploitation.  
Why Mt. Kilimanjaro?  The highest mountain in Africa, its summit is known as Uhuru Peak.  Uhuru is the Swahili word for freedom.  Climbing Kilimanjaro is symbolic of the huge climb to freedom faced daily by millions of enslaved women and children worldwide. Why a climb?  The story of women from different cultures, climbing Kilimanjaro on behalf of other women, is already drawing interest.  As the story continues to be told, many will hear the cry for freedom of women and children being oppressed.  The climb will be documented each day, escalating the voice of advocacy on behalf of women’s freedom issues.  And this is what the Lord compels His children to do, to “speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves” and “see that they get justice.”  (Proverbs 31:8-9 NLT) http://www.thefreedomclimb.net/

Almost every country in the world has been involved in human trafficking.

Slavery still exists across the world today. 27 million people are caught in modern day slavery. 800 000 People are trafficked across international borders every year. 1 million children are exploited by the global commercial sex trade every year. Trafficking is the 3rd largest international crime. More than 80% of trafficking victims are female and over 50% of victims are children. Due to globalization, almost every country in the world has been involved in human trafficking.

TESTIMONY –Tabitha designs
“The poor and needy search for water, but there is none; their tongues are parched with thirst.                        But I the LORD will answer them; I, the God of Israel, will not forsake them.” Isaiah 41:17
Many women in Zambia are experiencing breakthroughs, including in how they view themselves and their abilities. They are part of Tabitha Designs, a skills development group run by OM Zambia. The ladies learn creativity, sewing and entrepreneurship there. Here are the stories of three women from Tabitha Designs, though names have been changed:

Priscilla joined the group in January 2010. At first she found it difficult to learn new designs, even though she knew something about sewing. Her husband was disabled, and she was responsible for looking after the children and supporting her family financially. After learning dressmaking skills at Tabitha Designs, she started selling dresses in her community. Since then, her life has changed. She has even surpassed some of her trainers in skill and is known for her initiative and creativity - she has even taken some of the ribbon out of old cassette tapes and knitted it skilfully into a cap. Another lady, Jane, cared for her six children by working as a domestic worker. It was one of the few jobs available to someone with no education. Upon joining Tabitha, Jane found design difficult. Betty, leader of Tabitha Designs, encouraged her. "Last week I was telling her she should have confidence and not look at other people as if they are better than her," says Betty. "I gave her an assignment to make a man's shirt. She came back today, showing me what she had done, and it was excellent!"

A third lady, Alice, had a problem with communication and almost gave up. "We told her that if she tells herself that she can't do it, she won't be able to; but if she says she can, it will change everything," says Betty. After that encouragement, Alice started showing interest and became very committed. She started by making a shirt for her young son. She went home to show her husband, and he couldn't believe that she had made it! For the coordinators of Tabitha Designs, it is encouraging to see that the work they are doing brings about results like these.
