PONDER THIS… God's call is for us to pursue righteousness
Romans 12:14 “Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse.”
On Sunday, May 1, 2011, U.S. troops and CIA operatives shot and killed Osama bin Laden in Abbottabad, Pakistan, a city of 500,000 people that houses a military base and a military academy. A gun battle broke out when the troops descended upon the building in which bin Laden was located, and bin Laden was shot in the head. He was the most wanted terrorist in the world and the mastermind behind the Sept. 11, 2001, terror attacks that killed thousands of Americans.

While recognizing the human, political, military significance of Osama Bin Laden's death, especially for those who have suffered from the awful violence that he & his organization have committed all over the world, Open Doors also recognizes the biblical call to pray for those who persecute (Romans 12:14) For several years Brother Andrew has challenged Christians with this question, “Have you prayed for Osama Bin Laden today?” Upon learning of bin Laden’s death, Brother Andrew said, “I’m still praying. There are other leaders (of al Qaeda) who are even more dangerous. It’s a movement. The question we have to answer is: are we revenge-driven or forgiveness-driven? This is a time for honest reflection. God's call is for us to pursue righteousness.”
For perspective Brother Andrew referenced Psalm 2: “Why do the nations conspire and the peoples plot in vain? The kings of the earth take their stand and the rulers gather together against the Lord and against his Anointed One.” “The battle is not against Democracy or America,” Brother Andrew says. “It’s against the Lord and His anointed.” In response to Brother Andrew’s challenge, Open Doors calls Christians around the world to pray.

· For those who have suffered from violence caused by Al-Qaeda over the years. That the Lord may comfort them as the events around Osama’s murder may trigger traumas and sad memories again. 

· For those who may become vulnerable to possible revenge from Al-Qaeda. That the Lord may provide divine wisdom to those in power in how to protect their citizens, including (Christian) minorities in Muslim countries. 

· For the people – and especially the Christians – of “Taliban land” (Pakistan, Afghanistan), who have suffered such a lot from the extremist Muslim movements over the years, including Al-Qaeda and the Taliban. That the Lord may protect them against evil and fill their hearts with the peace of Jesus Christ. 

· For those who persecute. NATIONS -Pakistan 

Pakistan was formed in 1947 as the Muslim section in the partition of British India. In 1971, as a result of a civil war, East Pakistan left Pakistan to form the state of Bangladesh. For more than half its history, Pakistan has frequently been under the rule of the military that deposes elected governments at will. The constitution establishes Islam as the state religion; evangelism among Muslims is banned. In 1998, Sharia law was adopted in Pakistan, under which Christians have limited rights.

Christians in Pakistan face severe opposition from militant Islamic groups, including imprisonment, torture and even death. Many Pakistani Christians have been falsely accused under Law 295c of blaspheming Mohammed or the Quran, a crime punishable by death. Courtrooms packed with militants have often pressured judges into returning a guilty verdict or continuing trials indefinitely.  Christians are regularly barred from jobs or face troubles from their employers and co-workers. Christian merchants are often harassed. The war in Afghanistan intensified problems, with Pakistani Christians seen as being a part of an attack on Islam. In court, a Christian man's testimony is worth half that of a Muslim man's. A Christian woman's testimony is worth only a quarter, so Christian women and young girls are easy targets for rape -- and justice for them is elusive.

North West Frontier Province has passed a bill that has been described by critics as the "Talibanization" of Pakistan. The law sets up a watchdog with the power to reform the society in accordance to "Islamic values," which includes ensuring that such values are observed in public places. The law is strongly opposed by the federal government. Christians are praying that this law will not be implemented country-wide, and that they can move toward more religious freedoms. http://www.persecution.net/pakistan.htm
· Pray that those in prison for their faith will know the presence of God and will grow in their faith. 

· Pray that Christians in Pakistan will have a bold testimony to those around them. 

· Pray for protection for Christians facing intimidation and threats from those around them. 

Women in Pakistan

The status of women under such militant values is miserable. They endure almost no freedoms or rights, minimal education and widespread domestic abuse; social structures and cultural morés make it extremely hard to evangelize them. Pray that the true nature of such an expression of Islam might be exposed for all to see, and thereby rendered powerless. Pray for safety for those most at risk under the rule of shari’a. Pray for the government to have insight in how to deal with this force that appears impossible to root out.

A troubled land such as Pakistan surely stands in need of prayer. The Church continues to grow despite many obstacles. In effect, most Christians exist as second-class citizens, coming from poor backgrounds and classes.
More Prayer needed:
Pakistan lies at the very heart of the unevangelized world. Over 350 peoples and castes can be regarded as unevangelized. Many of these have no churches, no Christians, no missionaries and no witness. Pakistan is the world’s second-largest concentration of unengaged, unevangelized peoples and the world’s second largest Muslim population. Few countries, if any, present a greater challenge for missions. Pray for the calling of more intercessors, advocates and missionaries for the people of Pakistan.
